Application Instruction for International Student Applicants
Dear international applicants:

Thank you for your consideration of applying to the Counseling Psychology program at the University of Missouri (MU)! Our program has been known nationally to have a friendly and supportive environment for international students. Almost every faculty in our program has had experiences of advising, mentoring, supervising, or collaborating with international students. Currently, there are about 12 international students from different countries (e.g., China, Taiwan, India, UAE, Turkey) pursuing a masters or doctoral degree in our program.

To help with your application, we have listed a number of information below. We hope you find the information helpful! 
1. Application check-list for international applicants to counseling psychology programs at MU 
1) Ph.D. degree application deadline: December 1st
2) M.Ed. degree application deadline: December 1st
3) Minimum requirement for GRE: 1000 (Verbal + Quantitative);  TOEFL: 580 (paper-based), 237 (computer-based), 92 (internet-based), and 6 for IELTS. 
4) Minimum requirement for GPA: 3.0 undergraduate GPA from an accredited undergraduate institution

5) Materials need to be sent to Graduate School:  

i. Complete on-line application through the Graduate School website with application fee $60: https://app.applyyourself.com/?id=umc-grad
ii. One official transcript from undergraduate (and graduate) degree program in both English and language of your country

iii. Request ETS to send your GRE and TOEFL/IELTS scores to graduate school 

1. If you are from English-speaking countries, you don’t need to submit TOEFL/IELTS score.

2. If you are from non English-speaking countries, but have successfully completed one-year full-time post-secondary study in an English-speaking country within the past two years, you can ask for waiver of your TOEFL/IELTS score. 

3. MU’s Institutional Code for the GRE and TOEFL is: 6875

6) Materials need to be sent to the Department of Educational, School, & Counseling Psychology:

ii. Three letters of recommendation in English using the standardized form: http://education.missouri.edu/ESCP/prospective_students/documents/Recommendation_Form.pdf
Note: Letters have to be sealed with the recommender’s signature written across the flap and candidates name on the front, and be sent to the Department in one big envelope

iii. Supplemental documents could include your resume/Vita, writing sample, etc. 

iv. Directly under the return address on your envelope, indicate the degree for which you are applying. (Ph.D. or M.Ed.).

Note: If you choose to apply for the doctoral program, but you would also like to be considered for admission to the masters program if you are not accepted by the doctoral program, you should submit all your application materials by December 1st.  
2. Required interview process 
1) If you are applying for the counseling psychology doctoral program, you could expect to hear from the program through Email or phone by mid-January about if you have been selected to conduct on-site interview with the program. 
2) If you are not residing in the U.S. during the time of application and can’t come to MU for on-site interview, usually phone or Skype interview(s) will be conducted with the arrangement between you and one faculty member. 
3) If you are residing in the U.S. and able to attend the on-site interview, it is usually scheduled in the weekend before the MU winter semester officially starts.  Usually, faculty will find a current student from the program to host you during your visit of the University.  
4) During the interview, you would be notified or you could ask about when the admission decision is made and when you will be informed about your status. 
3. Financial Information 



1) If you are accepted as a full-time doctoral student in counseling psychology, you are guaranteed a 10-hour/weekly (i.e. a .25 or quarter time) assistantship during your 1-5 years study. Historically, however, almost all international doctoral students and masters students who have requested funding have received 20-hour/weekly (i.e. a .50 or half-time) assistantship(s) during their study at MU. 


2) Usually, your advisor will work with you to find assistantships through the Department or other offices on campus.
