
Bylaws of

MPER Operations Council

ARTICLE I - NAME, PURPOSE

Section 1: The name of the organization shall be MPER Operations Council.

Section 2: The MPER Operations Council is organized specifically to satisfy the need for a better flow of information between the MPER Governing Board and the MU Partnership for Educational Renewal (MPER) office to Partner Schools.

Section 3: The MPER Operations Council will provide implementation of programs and decisions on operational issues to ensure they will be placed closer to the levels where they are actually occurring (within the Partner Schools and the College of Education).

ARTICILE II - MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: Membership shall consist of Partner School personnel, College of Education Faculty, College of Arts & Science Faculty, Community College representatives, Regional Professional Development Center (RPDC) representative, and office staff of MPER.

Section 2: Membership shall be based on the number of programs (i.e., MU Teaching Fellowship Program), participation as pre-service field experience sites, and the average number of student teachers for the past three years.  Each MPER organization below is requested to elect representation for the MPER Operations Council as follows.  The dates in parentheses behind the representative types designate their terms of office.  When an individual’s term of office is up, the Partner District Council should elect another representative whose service will begin the following September and continue for two years.  The number of representatives designated for each member organization will be reviewed annually by the MPER Governing Board and may be adjusted to account for participation.

Section 3: MPER Operations Council members who fail to attend 3 out of 4 meetings during a school year will be removed from the council.

Section 4: Each Partner School District will have an alternate to attend MPER Operations Council meetings in the absence of designated members.

ARTICLE III - QUARTERLY MEETINGS

Section 1: The dates of the regular quarterly meetings shall be set by the MPER office who shall also set the time and place.

Section 2: Meeting dates for the next school year will be set during the April MPER Operations Council meeting.

Section 3: Special meetings may be called by the Executive Director of MPER.

Section 4: Notice of each meeting shall be given to each voting member, by mail, not less than ten days before the meeting.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS AND DUTIES

Section 1: The Co-Chairs will be the MPER Executive Director and an elected Partner School council member.

Section 2: The Partner School Co-Chair position will be for a two-year term beginning at the September meeting.

Section 3: The Co-Chairs’ responsibilities shall include but not be limited to:  plan the agenda for the quarterly meetings, facilitate the quarterly meetings, and represent the MPER Operations Council on the MPER Governing Board.

Section 4: The Vice Chair will be elected for a two-year term.  In the absence of the Partner School Co-Chair, the Vice Chair shall perform the duties of that position.

Section 5: A member of the MPER office staff will keep minutes and records at each meeting.  Minutes will be distributed electronically via the listserv or by paper if a council member does not have email access.  Minutes will be approved at the beginning of each meeting.

Section 6: When a vacancy of the Co-Chairs or Vice Chair occurs, nominations for new Co-Chairs/Vice Chair may be received from the MPER Operations Council.  A replacement will be elected at the next meeting.

ARTICLE V - AMENDMENTS TO BYLAWS

Section 1: These bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of the MPER Operations Council members who are present at the meeting.
