Senior Year On-Site Program (SYOSP)

MU Elementary Education Program

2010 - 2011
Program Description

All elementary education majors participate in a full year on-site experience during their senior year.  Each semester consists of a sixteen-week experience.  (Students may remain on-site longer than the sixteen-week minimum.)  The start date for each semester will be based on the elementary school’s calendar.   (If students have other obligations or commitments, the start date for the second semester may be negotiable.) 

Listed below is a description of the full year experience.

First Semester

Students will be in classrooms 3 days a week.

Students will follow the school calendar, including preparation days before the start of the school year.

The Principal or Fellows Mentor Teacher (designated as building responsibilities) will coordinate the program (i.e. schedule students in classrooms, facilitate periodic inquiry sessions, collaborate with principals).  The building will also provide workspace and computer access for the MU students.

Students will be actively engaged in the teaching/learning process at every grade level* and in all academic areas.  They will be:

Collaborating with staff to plan lessons
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Teaching whole group, small group, one on one
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Assessing and evaluating student progress
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Reflecting on classroom practice
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Gathering resources

Students will participate in all building/district professional development. 

Students will participate as full staff members and be viewed as professionals (i.e. attend faculty and PTA meetings, participate in parent-teacher conferences).

Students will visit all the special classes (i.e. special education, music, art, and physical education).

Coursework will be integrated into the classroom experience (i.e. projects, research).  The courses will focus on literacy and be taught through faculty and teacher collaboration.

The school principal will assist in the delivery of class TDP4060, Inquiring into Schools, Community and Society.  (This year-long course focuses on learner-centered schools.)

School will provide on-site literacy instructor.

* Students will rotate through each grade level 1st through 5th/6th remaining with one teacher two or three weeks.
**All of the above will be negotiated between the MU student and the school site throughout the school year.
Second Semester

Students will be in classrooms for 5 days a week.

The students will be assigned to one teacher in one classroom for a sixteen-week internship.  This internship will consist of more extensive teaching responsibilities.

Students will follow the Guidelines provided in the Student Internship Handbook.

Students will participate in the administration of multiple forms of assessment (i.e. MAP, standardized tests, and criterion-referenced tests). 

Students will participate in IEP conferences, retention conferences, intervention strategy team meetings, parent-teacher conferences and other student support meetings.

Students will complete a certification portfolio.

Students will assist in on-going program evaluation: 
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Evaluating collaborative efforts 
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Evaluating the spiraling coursework
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Evaluating students’ performance
